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World Premieres! First orchestral release from top contemporary composer Adam Schoenberg

This is an extraordinary gift, and | am thrilled to be sharing my music with all of you. The three pieces that you will soon expe-
rience embody my growth from student to professional composer. They each explore different styles, but my artistic voice
remains consistent throughout.” Recently named one of the Top 10 most performed living classical composers by orchestras in
the United States, ADAM SCHOENBERG's (b. November 15, 1980) music is “invigorating” (Los Angeles Times), and full of

The performances were brilliantly captured by GRAMMY® award winners Keith O. Johnson (engineer),
David Frost (producer) and GRAMMY® nominee Sean R. Martin (engineer). The album will be released as a hybrid SACD,
compatible with all CD and SACD players; and digitally in standard and high resolution.

The Kansas City Symphony is the region’s only fullime professional symphony orchestra. Led by Music Director Michael Stern
since 2005, the Symphony has experienced impressive artistic growth, garnering national and international acclaim. The orchestra’s
80 fulltime musicians are area residents, and each season they reach more than a million people through their concerts,
educational programs and community outreach performances. They also serve as the orchestra for the Lyric Opera and the
Kansas City Ballet.
